August Minutes Review:

The October meeting minutes were reviewed and approved by members present.

|V Commission Update:

Josh Woods from the Italian Village Commission had no updates for the Italian Village Society.
He took questions from the group present, many of which are noted below.

Sierra Club:
The Sierra Club was unavailable.

Sam Harachis, Code Enforcement:

Over the past year, many people have called me on issues of code enforcement. For example, we
received a lot of calls about the store at the corner of 3™ and summit and its adjacent properties.
We at Code Enforcement and our sister agencies have taken some action. I would like to share
the process for code enforcement inspections.

Please note, the Nuisance Abatement Group (NAG) has raided a few problem properties (alcohol
permit locations in particular) in Italian Village in the past few months. NAG has a code
enforcement officer that goes on all inspections with Code Enforcement. NAG’s code
enforcement officer generally writes orders immediately to improve a property. Local
government officials receive copies within a few business days. The code enforcement officer



reviews the situation to determine if orders were met by the homeowner. If the orders were not
met, then the orders are turned over to Sam Harachis.

Please note, we (Code Enforcement) are not always able to comment on a particular situation
when people call for updates. Sometimes, we need you to be patient and understanding of the
process to allow us time to complete the actions needed on the property. We can let you know
that we are working on that particular property, but often we cannot comment further.

We recommend that if you have a complaint, please contact 311 to find out if any previous
complaints have been made and what point in the formal code enforcement process the property
is at. If there are no complaints and you want to give your complaint, then 311 will register the
complaint with us (Code Enforcement). We have to respond to the City within a few business
days. Please remember that if you make the complaint anonymously, then we cannot respond to
you personally. Please leave your name if you would like a response to your complaint.

Question from a member: At what point does the city complete actions for the owner (and bills
the owner)? Sam: There have been incidents in which the city has completed actions for the
owner. In the long term, the property may be demolished by the City due to neglect.

Comment from a member: We sent a letter to the city because we wanted to prioritize a property
to help focus energy on certain issues. Sam: it is good to highlight issues, however we need to
balance reporting problem properties with patience of the formal process.

Question from a member: How does the society prevent a building from being demolished if the
owner chooses to ignore the property? Sam: there have been 2 properties like this in the past.
SERT has the power to decide if a property is not safe and needs demolition.

Question from a member: Can we have more briefings (from Code Enforcement) more
regularly? Sam: 311 have access to the best databases on local properties updates (from Code
Enforcement). Sam also noted that he could attend more Italian Village Commission and/or
Society Meetings throughout the year to increase communication between Code Enforcement
and the local Village.

Report on |V Park progress and Amicis:

Steve Hurtt noted that we have missed the planting season in the redesigned Italian Village Park.
The City is working on defining, mulching, and prepping the flower beds for early spring



planting. The City will add benches and trees to the park. The Amicis are interested in getting
people interested in spring planting, as they will be busy.

Question from a member: What is the final cost of the Italian Village Park and any plans for
fundraising? Steve noted that the final cost is based on all the projects chosen. We have options
on fundraising, including grants. As the park is being built over the next few years, we will have
a better sense of funds needed and can plan more appropriately.

Question from a member: Do we have any more bottles of wine to sell at the December Italian
Village Potluck Meeting? Steve noted that we sold our supply. Christie noted that she would
look into bottling more wine for the meeting to raise more funds for the Park. (At press, we have
scheduled a bottling meeting for the first week of December. Wine will be available for a small
donation, much like last year. Proceeds will go to the re-designed Italian Village Park.)

Archive Organization:

Angela D’ Agostino, OSU Intern, brought duplicates of the IVS archive project and offered them
to the members present. She noted that she is on the verge of completion of the project and her
internship. The full archive project will be unveiled at the December IVS Potluck Meeting.

Question from a member: Who will be hosting the IVS archives? Emily Kuhn suggested that we
can follow up with a local library to host as there are over 25 binders total. If a library hosts the

history of the Village, then the archives will be available to those interested and forever be a part
of Italian Village.

Virginia Property Owner B Update:

Mike Tynan, Director of Housing Services, CHN, spoke to the Italian Village Society to provide
an update from the September Meeting:

¥ We have increased the number of cleanings a week to 3.

¥ We have increased the private Smith Security rounds and changed times of day of their
visits.

¥ One renter was evicted, another is currently under eviction.

¥ We are still working on hiring a specialist.
